Small and medium sized entrepreneurs in the Republic of Croatia and the Primorsko – Goranska county

The global economic crisis hasn't spared Croatia or Primorsko - Goranska county. 
In Croatia, the import is as twice as big as the export - the annual export is 7,516.7 million euros, while the import is 15,218.5 million euros. 
Financial reports from 2009 paint the situation well enough; in PGC there are three main sectors of activities: 
 - information and communication 
 - transport and storage 
 - a service of providing accommodation and preparation of serving and preparing food and drinks. 

The number of entrepreneurs in PGC in 2009 was 8 008 which is approximately 10% of entrepreneurs from Croatia; the 7.16% of the total employed population of Croatia resides in PGC. The PGC has an above-average employment compared to the oher 20 counties. 
As far as business owners in the PGC, the number of small businesses (7885) is dominating the economy. 
The transport and storage count the largest number of employees – 6 531, while the service of providing information and communication employs only 1 149 people. 
The county, in accordance with its potential, counts the maximum revenue from the transportation and storage, due to its predispositions, such as Rijeka and other transport origins. 
The activity of providing accommodation and serving food and beverages has a large number of employees, but a small salary, which tells us that we need to invest more. 
In these three sectors, the state has enough revenue to pay all expenses. Despite the small size of information and communication sector, the statistics from 2009 indicate the highest salary in this sector. 

Despite the high income from trade, the PGC and Rijeka, the transition harbor has the potential to achieve enormous revenues in the areas of transportation and tourism. Given the successful history of  Rijeka, the port has the potential to be the dominant port in the Mediterranean - with the necessary investment, quality upgrading and marketing.
